be our Good Shepherd. Jesus searches for each one of His sheep. He brings back 
those who have strayed. He binds up the injured. He even lays down His life for the 
sheep. By Christ’s death and resurrection, God forgives you all your sins. As a 
called and ordained servant of Christ and by His authority, I therefore forgive you all 
your sins in the name of the Father and of the  Son and of the Holy Spirit. 

People: Amen. We are sought by our Shepherd. We are forgiven in Christ.
